INDEPENDENT CLASSWORK/ASSESSMENTS

Work that your child has been asked to complete independently will be graded using the appropriate 4 point rubric.  Tests and other assessments will be kept in your child’s portfolio for you to view at parent conferences in November.  Throughout the quarter parents will receive communication from the teacher if their child needs to practice or review a particular skill in any subject area.

*The change from a 5 point rubric to a 4 point rubric was recently made district-wide based on current research.
