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PIG
· The math game PIG is a simple dice game which helps practice your multiplication facts and addition skills.  
· Teams take turns rolling the dice and multiplying the 2 numbers together that they roll.  They can either “bank” that amount or continue rolling for more points.
· The risk in continuing to roll is that you can lose the amount you have gained on that turn by rolling a “pig” (the 1 is the pig) and your turn is over. 
· Your turn ends when you decide to bank the points you’ve earned.
· A roll of double pigs means you get to double the amount of points you’ve earned in your bank!!  You also double any points you’ve earned on that turn too!!
· If you roll doubles of any number, multiply them together as usual, then double that number
· The first team to reach 500 points wins the game. 
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
