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Throughout the school year adults give out PAWS of Pride to students for demonstrating:

PAWS of Pride are given out in all school setting and by all adults in the building. The PAWS vary throughout the year from stickers, to erasers, pencils and other trinkets with the PAW logo on them. 

Students may take them home or display them in school. Some classrooms teachers use them for raffles, bulletin boards, or additional acknowledgement systems.  It is up to the individual teacher.



In addition we have:

It
is announced over the loud speaker by one
of the PE teachers.

Golden Bucket Award – Each Friday the
custodian hangs a golden bucket above the
door of the bathroom that was the cleanest
that week.
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
